National Institute of Technology Arunachal Pradesh has lGbps Internet connectivity provided byNKN since 2013, for most of the year (about 9 months out ofr2), the link days disconnected fornumerous reasons: heavy rainfall, landslides, power cuts at Pops, fibre breakage due to roadconstruction, etc' The report of downtime I enclosed with this letter As a result, networkconnection stays unused. consequently, students cannot study and research online, facultymembers cannot perform educational tasks and staff are unable io do official duties required bythem' Hence, the people of the entire lnstitute suffer from sub-optimal productivity levels.Moreover, administrative tasks remain stalled and communication witn H,|r-rriD is disrupted andirregular, affecting the state of the Institute. 'i r!'|r rv'rr\!

As an alternative, oneproposal is received from Jio for lOOMbps Lease Line. The justification forthis new lOOMbps Lease Line is given below:

l' Due to non-availability or unstable lGbps NKN line, many atime NIT Arunachal pradesh
missed very important.as well as urgent 

.meetings through Video conferencing with differentMinistry or other organizatio.ns. our oiganization iuu, unu6'1" to join the meeting fbr TEelp withMinistry due to non-availability of Inteinet coqnection. Many placement drives got disrupted dueto non-availability of Internet connectivity.

2' Although NIT Arunachal Pradesh is having lGbps connectivity for about 1000 peoples this newleased line will b" T:9 as a backup line foisomoof the sections like Administration (Director,soffice, Registrar's office, Account Section, Placement cell etc), faculty, research Scholars andmainly for vc meetings so that official works, as well as research wofks, can go on smoothly.

3' lGbps NKN line originates from Nlc ltanagar which is around 20km away fiom NITArunachal Pradesh where the four-lane construction is under construction and the new Jlo LeasedLine (overhead Line) will come from JIo tower located at ITI campus which is very near (approx.200 to 300 meter)' So the fibre breakage probability is almost nil and this line can work as a stablebackup line' Finally, when NIT Arunichal Pradesir will shift to its permanent campus this LeaseLine will also be shifted.
